persons under clauses (a) to (d) including deaf blindness subject to the condition that maximum age of the
applicant on the crucial date shall not exceed 56 years. The age concession to the persons with benchmark
disabilities shall be admissible irrespective of the fact whether the post is reserved for persons with
disabilities or not, provided the post is identified as suitable for the relevant category of disability. Relaxation
of the age limit would be permissible to such persons who have a minimum 40% disability.
